Credits Completed at Grand Canyon University 57 - 60 Credits
Credits completed at Grand Canyon University may fluctuate contingent upon coursework successfully completed at the transferring institution.
Courses are not listed twice on the transfer guide, so any courses not completed at the transferring institution will still be required as part of the GCU
program. Students are required to complete a minimum of 120 credits to earn the Bachelor of Arts degree. If the student completes additional
courses at the transferring institution, credits may not apply to their GCU program.
Remaining open elective credits needed to earn Bachelor of Arts degree at Grand Canyon University varies based on program major requirements.
